I wanted Darmik to confront his

father about how he treated him all this time. We see a bit of it at the end, but it was very rushed.In

comparison, the pros outweigh the cons by far. The cons that do exist are mostly nit-picky things

that are based on personal preference. The ending to this trilogy left me pleased and content with

the story that spanned over three books. The only wish I have is that we got to see more of

Nathenek from the start. I would have liked to see his development throughout the books. Maybe

we will get to see a spin off series with himÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ CROSSING MY FINGERS!
