He wonders where the barbershops of the past are, where a man could go for some male
understanding and it seems like nothing works these days and at times it seems as if everyone is
frailer.There are instances when the story seems to hop in time and thought, much like our own
minds work in reality, but it can be a bit confusing and other than assuming the reader knows what
OMC is we are welcomed into this mountain town. One will smile at thoughts like books take you to
other peoples’ lives and places, but you can still sit in your chair warm and cozy.This is a book with
prayer, where the characters pray for each other to help them in their lives. It is not overwhelming to
the story line; but that faith and belief is there.
