Bob Fu may not be a household name, but heA¢a -a,¢s often the man behind the headline-making
stories of Chinese dissidents leaving the mainland. Most recently, he lobbied the U.S. and other
Western governments to assist blind-activist Chen Guangcheng, who, in a harrowing tale, managed
to escape house arrest and elude Chinese authorities before seeking refuge in the U.S. embassy in
Beijing. Fu, like the dissidents heA¢a -4,¢s helped, fled mainland China nearly 20 years ago. This

book recounts his own harrowing tale of persecution for, among other things, leading a group of



fellow university students to join the protests in Tiananmen Square and, after embracing
Christianity, attending an underground church. After settling in the U.S., Fu started ChinaAid, an
organization that provides legal assistance and support to pastors, political dissidents, and couples
resisting ChinaA¢a -4,¢s one-child policy. Not simply an inspiring tale of someone with the courage
to risk everything for his beliefs, this book is a reminder that religious persecution not only persists in

He currently runs ChinaAid
(ChinaAid.org), a nonprofit organization that tirelessly advocates for the underground church in
China and for political dissidents, as well as for the lawyers and activists who place their lives on the
line to defend them.Bob is a distinguished professor of religion and public policy at Midwest
University and a research PhD candidate at Durham University, UK. In addition to being the China
analyst for Voice of the Martyrs, Bob is editor-in-chief of Chinese Law and Religion Monitor and
guest editor for Chinese Law and Government, a journal of UCLA. He received the 2007 John
Leland Religious Liberty Award from the Southern Baptist Ethics & Religious Liberty Commission
(ERLC). In 2012, Midwest University awarded Bob the Honorary Doctorate Degree on Global
Leadership.He currently lives with his wife and their three children in Midland, Texas.Nancy French
is a two-time New York Times bestselling author.

everywhere and then worked for Tiananmen Square protests. He was devastated with the results.
When under "college house" arrest and not wanting to live, he was given the book about Xi Zizhi,
who had tried every philosophy and religion and finally turned to Jesus. Reading that book was the
turning point for Bob Fu as he saw Truth, and he became a changed man, wanting to live, willing to
have nothing and take on a "double identity" in order to share his faith. He taught classes for
communist leaders in the day while he shared his faith at night. The government was threatened by
his faith and he ended up in prison. He and his family escaped. But his story doesn’t end there as
even now in 2013, he is dedicated to help others who are tortured and imprisoned in China. Much
goes on behind closed doors that seem like a horror movie but are real even today. This book

The persecuted church has so
much to teach us. | was particularly struck by the teaching of the elderly pastor who taught the
couple, "If you want to be a faithful minister and follower of Jesus in China, you should learn prison
theology....In prison you find out more about God and His faithfulness than anywhere else. Jail is

where God prepares His church in China."

Bob Fu, Chinese,born during the "Great Leap Forward" by Mao, tells the incredible story of his life,
from begging for food, to graduation from college and law school. He attended the Tienemin Square
student uprising as a young college student, protesting the rights of teachers and students.But his
spiritual life is the true story. Having never heard of God or Jesus, he is given a book which
transforms his life as he accepts JesusChrist as his Lord and Savior. He is totally changed and
becomes an evangelist at great risk.After being imprisoned for his beliefs, he marries Heidi, his
sweetheart. When she becomes pregnant without permission from the government, they realize
they must flee for their lives or the government would force an abortion.Their escape is a miracle in
itself.Many miracles, and answers to prayer guide them first to Thailand, then Hong Kong where
their child is born.Bob is today living with his family in Midland, Texas where he heads CHINA AID,
a non-profit organization which works in China rescuing and providing legal representation for

A page turner -- that has the benefit of being true. Bob Fu (the only thing flippant about his life is
how he got the name, "Bob") packs more adventure into his one life than whole towns full of people
experience. Had he written this as a fiction writer it would have seemed implausible because there
are too many twists and turns in his life to all have happened to one person. But they are honestly
all part of his personal experience. The daring and the escapes from the Communist Chinese
government are as unlikely as Israel winning its several wars. Yet, like Israel, these things all really
happened.l met Bob at a conference and, while he was humble and friendly and certainly didn’t put
on airs, | felt very small in his presence because | knew | was in the presence of greatness. Read
this book and relive with him the unmitigated tragedies of China’s cultural revolution, heart-pounding
escapes and the weight of responsibility he took on once safely in the United States for those left
behind in China.
