Done in

acrylics and pen and ink, the vibrantly colored illustrations add humor to the already silly story (the

gang wants to visit the Under Mundo where mummitos rest in peas) and children will want to stop

and pore over the details (the mummy is a Siamese). The text is lengthy, with several points of

action, so it is recommended for readers who can follow the longer format. However, the narrative is



broken up by songs and rhymes that will keep them laughing throughout. When Skippyjon returns to

his (real) mummy, youngsters will feel as if they have been to ancient Egypt with

him.Ã¢â‚¬â€œSusan E. Murray, Glendale Public Library, AZ Copyright Ã‚Â© Reed Business

Information, a division of Reed Elsevier Inc. All rights reserved. --This text refers to the Video Game

edition.
