(Harper, 1978) is told by Johnny, the oldest boy. Steven Michael Harper gives all the characters

distinctive voices. His slow, expressive reading gives weight to the simple sentences of the text and

allows youngsters to follow along. Sound effectsÃ¢â‚¬â€•prairie winds, water in the creek bed, the



sound ofÃ‚Â horses, and banjo musicÃ¢â‚¬â€•all make life on the Kansas prairie very real.
