The project was apparently commenced while Hitchens was still alive and had, according to
foreword material, some degree of blessing from him, although no direct participation. | highly
recommend it for those who don’t have time to read the larger books, essays, articles from which
these passages are extracted. However, the real power of Hitchens mind and knowledge is found in
his longer works, and cherry picking bon-mots, however entertaining, is a pale infusion of the real
thing.In e-reader format, the structure is a bit unwieldy, as one cannot simply jump from subject to

subject by heading, but is constrained to page through to get to items of particular interest.
