anyone’s read, but | noted the following errors: A-10’s are Air Force, not Army; an Apache helicopter
wouldn’t issue a "Radar lock" warning for a shoulder-fired SAM missile, which would be
heat-seeking; and neither F/A-18’s or A-10’s carry Hellfire missiles. Also, President Jack Ryan’s

Oval Office speech seemed a little glib, given the recent deaths of dozens of Americans.

Mark Greaney has carried on the tradition of Tom Clancy novels without question. He is a
remarkable storyteller and his Tom Clancy book series are as if Mr. Clancy himself has written

them. He continues the Clancy series of books with great honor to the late Mr. Clancy.
