In this practice the spirit of
prayer was regarded as of first importance and the best form of prayer, for living prayer is the
characteristic of genuine spirituality. Yet prayer is also vocal and may therefore on occasions be
written. Consequently in the Puritan tradition there are many written prayers and meditations which
constitute an important corpus of inspiring devotional literature. Too often ex tempore prayer lacks
variety, order and definiteness. The reason for this lies partly in a neglect of due preparation. It is
here that the care and scriptural thoroughness which others found necessary in their approach to
God may be of help. This book has been prepared not to 'supply’ prayers but to prompt and

encourage the Christian as he treads the path on which others have gone before.

Arthur Bennett (1915-1994), was an English-born minister, tutor, and author who loved to study the
Puritans. He has drawn the prayers in this much loved modern-day spiritual classic from what he
refers to as the largely forgotten deposit of Puritan spiritual exercises, meditations and aspirations.
He states that this book of Puritan prayers has a unity not often found in similar works. The title of
the book comes from Isaiah 22:1 AfA¢A a4 -A A“The oracle concerning the valley of
visionAfA¢A a -A AlAfA¢A a -A A-The book was first published in 1975. The research for this
book took years to complete, most likely done in the mid-1960AfA¢A & -A &,¢s through the early

1970AfA¢A a -A a,¢s.Bennett writes that the Puritan Movement was a religious phenomenon of



the sixteenth and seventeenth centuries, but its influence continued at least to the time of the great
Baptist preacher Charles Haddon Spurgeon (1834AfA¢A & -A a 0e92), who may be regarded as
the last of the great Puritans. Bennett composed the first prayer himself. He tells us the authors and
books he is quoting AfA¢A a -A & ce from the works of Thomas Shepard, Thomas Watson,
Richard Baxter, John Bunyan, Isaac Watts, William Williams, Philip Doddridge, William Romaine,
David Brainerd, Augustus Toplady, Christmas Evans, William Jay, Henry Law and Charles Haddon
Spurgeon AfA¢A a -A 4 ce but he doesnAfA¢A a -A 4,¢t tell us which works or author is
associated with each individual prayer.BennettAfA¢A a4 -A &,¢s desire is that the publication of
these prayers will help to introduce people of today to the Puritans and their writings.
