Readers are reunited with returning characters

and are introduced to some new faces. Always and Forever, Lara Jean is a roller coaster full of

emotions with a forthcoming wedding, a death of a loved one and senior year with its ongoing

anticipation of going off to college.Always and Forever, Lara Jean shows realistic display of

anticipation for the college waiting game. The excitement and the upset are both on point and the

ups and the downs of relationships are true.
