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Synopsis

Time Binds is a powerful argument that temporal and sexual dissonance are intertwined, and that
the writing of history can be both embodied and erotic. Challenging queer theoryA¢a -4,¢s recent
emphasis on loss and trauma, Elizabeth Freeman foregrounds bodily pleasure in the experience
and representation of time as she interprets an eclectic archive of queer literature, film, video, and
art.

Such A¢a —A“queer asynchroniesA¢a —Ae provide opportunities for
rethinking historical consciousness in erotic terms, thereby countering the methods of traditional and
Marxist historiography. Central to FreemanA¢a -4,¢s argument are the concepts of
chrononormativity, the use of time to organize individual human bodies toward maximum
productivity; temporal drag, the visceral pull of the past on the supposedly revolutionary present;
and erotohistoriography, the conscious use of the body as a channel for and means of
understanding the past. Time Binds emphasizes the critique of temporality and history as crucial to

queer politics.
