What | found instead was a book rife with
spelling errors, punctuation and grammar mistakes along with a "philosophy" that is nothing new if
you've read the likes of Crowley, Spare, etc. | got a little over halfway through the book (in one
sitting) before | decided | just couldn’t take it anymore.l couldn’t believe that an organization (the
GCOL) that is trying to be taken seriously would release this as their introductory text.
