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Start off by learning to hold the recorder, then learn the basics of reading music. Soon you will be

playing tunes like Au Clair De La Lune, Jingle Bells, Shortnin' Bread, Swing Low Sweet Chariot,

Scarborough Fair and many more.
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The book is thinner than I was expecting, and that's fine, but the weird thing is how the music is

oriented. Instead of reading it like a normal book, the text is sideways vs how the cover is oriented.

This recorder lesson book is fine, and includes a number of scores for playing solos and duets.

From a starting to play standpoint, it goes through all of the very basic issues, for a good smooth

start. I am an advanced beginner, so I am more interested in the sheet music for solos and duets,

which seem adequate for the price.
