He has co-authored a number of college-level textbooks with Elizabeth McMahan

and Susan Day, including Literature and the Writing Process (6th ed., 2001), The Simon & Schuster

Short Prose Reader (2nd ed., 2000), Strategies for College Writing (2000) He has also lectured at

Eureka College and Richland Community College and has presented numerous workshops on

composition and the teaching of literature at national and regional conferences, including CCCC and

NCTE, and for state and local in-service training sessions. His current research interests include

contemporary rhetoric, composition theory, and reader-responsecriticism. Susan X Day is an

assistant professor of psychology at Iowa State University of Science and Technology in Ames. She

pursues two research programs, one concerning personality and the development of interests, and

one concerning the use of distance technology in psychotherapy. Dr. Day taught English at Illinois

State University for 20 years before beginning her Ph.D. in psychology at University of Illinois in

Urbana-Champaign. Her specialties in English studies are writing and pedagogy, and she has done



research on the practices of dissertation writers and the identity development of creative writers.
